Called the Social Media Health Network, this group is dedicated to using 
social media to promote good health, improve health care and fight disease. The 
international network will help members learn from each other and effectively 
implement social media programs. 

“Ultimately, we want to help health-related organizations of all sizes and types 
to harness these powerful communication tools to help patients and improve 
human health globally,” says Victor Montori, M.D., medical director for Mayo 
Clinic Center for Social Media.  

To support this goal and to build network 
membership in Europe, Radboud University 
Nijmegen Medical Centre (UMCN) in the 
Netherlands will serve as the first network 
partner and community leader for the  
European continent. 

“This is too big to handle alone. We have to unite and share,” says Lucien 
Engelen, UMCN’s director of the Radboud REshape & Innovation Center. 

Mayo Clinic will also seek organizations to serve as continental community 
leaders for Africa, Asia, Australia and South America. 

Lee Aase, director of the Mayo Clinic Center for Social Media, says this effort 
is consistent with the ethos of social media and the reality of medicine. “The 
network will foster real relationships among health-related organizations and 
with patients, and those will be cultivated through a mix of online and  
real-world connections.”
